and other energy-saving devices in low-income homes. We completed 

a pilot project involving 300 homes earlier this year, and will start a larger 

program during the summer of 2008 which, if fully funded, will serve an 

additional 2,000 homes.  Data from the pilot project indicate that it saves 

on average 53 kwh per house per month in addition to gas and water savings. 

 

 Civic Works' experts and trainees are installing Energy 

Star approved white roofing that lasts longer than traditional tar roofing 

and deflects the sun's heat. The system does not require the disposal of 

the old tar roof and this "cool roof" significantly reduces heat transfer to 

the interior of the building and thus reduces summertime energy 

demands. 

 

 A workforce development program designed 

to prepare Baltimore residents for entry-level careers in the field of 

environmental technology and brownfields mitigation.  Participants 

earn environmental health and safety certifications and attend 

employability skills training and personal development workshops to 

address obtaining and retaining employment.  Program graduates 

transition into employment earning an average wage between $12 

and $16 per hour.   
 

 This new initiative puts a team to work closing the gaps in a home’s 

“building envelope” with foams and other materials.  Stopping air leaks from the inside to the 

outdoors saves money spent heating and cooling the interior air space.  Civic Works’ trained 

team scientifically identifies major air leak locations by de-pressurizing the building and 

effectively seals them.  Projects are scheduled for the summer.
